All skaters registered for the Fall or Winter sessions of Skate School and skaters who are members of 
the Eden Prairie Figure Skating Club are encouraged to participate in the Ice Show.

Ice Show Participation Policy: 

1. Ice show participants are required to:  
a. be registered for Fall and/or Winter Learn to Skate lessons at the Eden Prairie Community Center, or 
b. be a Home Club, First Year, or Associate Member of the Eden Prairie Figure Skating Club and registered for the Winter Contract.  

i. Club Members who have not passed the Pre-preliminary Freestyle test or Free Skate 5 Learn to Skate class are strongly 
encouraged to register for Fall and Winter Learn to Skate lessons. It’s an economical way to get more ice time and prepare to skate 
your best for the show.  
 

2. Home Club or First Year EPFSC membership is required for participation in the opener, father/daughter, small group, solo, and finale numbers. All Home 
Club and First Year EPFSC members are invited to participate in the finale.  
 

3. Participation in the Ice Show requires that you are present and participate in all groups/numbers assigned to you, for which you have 
registered, including rehearsals AND performances.

COSTUME GUIDELINES: 
1. Each skater is responsible for taking their own measurements and understands that they are responsible for any size 

alterations that are needed. 
2. Costumes cannot be returned or exchanged for different sizes. It takes 12-16 weeks to receive the costumes. Please measure 

carefully! 
3. It is much easier to alter a costume that is too big than to try and fix a costume that is too small. 
4. When in doubt, choose the size that most closely matches the skater’s girth measurement. 
5. Please fill out ALL THREE sizing charts.  Costumes are ordered from several vendors, each with their own size chart.   

 
Please be assured that we will review each form and size and will call or email you with any questions.  Thank you. 
 

PLEASE FILL OUT MEASUREMENTS ON BACK OF FORM 
IMPORTANT:  If registration, sizing & payment is not received by December 1,  

 skater(s) will not be able to participate in the Ice Show! 
Measurements: 

▪ Remember to wear a leotard, swimsuit or undergarments when taking measurements, not street clothes. 
▪ Find your measurements on the size charts to find the appropriate size. If the bust size and hip measurements do not 

correspond with a particular size, the girth measurement should be used as the deciding factor. 
 
A. CHEST: With arms relaxed down at sides, measure around the fullest part of chest, keeping tape measure parallel to the floor. 
B. WAIST: Measure around natural waistline, the narrowest part of the upper body (not over shirt or pants). 
C. HIPS: Measure around fullest part of the lower body, keeping tape straight and parallel to the floor. 
D. GIRTH:  Measure from the center of one shoulder, down the front through crotch and up back to starting point.  This is the most important 

measurement in determining costume size.  
E. INSEAM:  Measure inside of leg, from crotch to below the anklebone.
